Add View, Edit View, and Add Picklist are
updated for this version to have greater action
economy by combining all the steps into one
menu. In the Add or Edit Views pop-up box
there are tabs for Filters, Columns, Sort, Group,
and Highlighting in the same window. Add
Picklist has the same tabs in the window except
for filters, because a picklist is effectively already
a filter on specific content.

New views still require a name in order to save.
The name cannot be changed when editing a
view. However, a view can be copied, and a new
name provided for the copy.

Picklists result in the creation of an empty picklist
with no content linked. Using the Link Content to
Picklist action provides the familiar 'Link Mode'
which allows the user to select content to link to
the list. Removal can still be done through the
Selection and Context menus.
